1. The host site for each regional tournament will be the first school listed in each regional.

2. The regional tournament shall be played on Tuesday, October 12, 2021. Times for the regional tournament will be 4:30 p.m. and
6:00 p.m. for the semi-finals and 7:30 p.m. for the championship finals. The host site will play the 4:30 p.m. semi-final game.
(Note: Through mutual agreement of all schools, times may be changed with OSSAA approval.)

3. Theregional tournament chairman will be the principal or his/her designated representative of the first school listed in each regional.

4. In a four-team regional tournament, the regional tournament chairman shall draw the bracket:
In Class 6A Regionals, the top teams will be paired in the proper numerical sequence (1-16, 2-15, 3-14.etc).
The remaining teams will be seeded based on the following criteria:
a. Head-to-head competition
b. Common opponents
¢. Composite record

5. Teams will play each other in a three out of five single elimination match.

6. Games shall be played to 25 points, must win by two, with no cap. The fifth and deciding game shall be played to 15 points, must
win by two, no cap.

7. During the pre-match conference, a coin toss shall be conducted by the referee to determine who the home team is. Host sites need
to instruct the officials of this procedure since they will not receive this information. State tournament will follow the same
guidelines.

8. Tickets will not be sent for regional tournaments; however, the host school should charge admission to defray expenses concerning
officials which the tournament chairman shall employ (recommended admission is $7-adults and students). Two officials shall be
selected from the list of eligible officials. A list can be obtained on the OSSAA website (Www.ossaa.com) under the officials
tab. The officials shall be paid $50.00 per match, plus expenses as per the “OSSAA Travel Chart” for the driver only.
Officials shall be selected from within a reasonable driving distance of the tournament site.

The State Tournament for Class 5A will be played at Verdigris High School on Monday, October 18 (Quarterfinals and Semi-
Finals). The State Tournament for Class 6A will be played at Catoosa High School on Monday, October 18 (Quarterfinals and
Semi-Finals). The Championship games for Classes SA and 6A will be played at Verdigris High School on Tuesday, October 19.
State Tournament admission shall be $10.00 for adults and students, tickets will be available online only through Go Fan.

Teams are limited to fifteen players suiting up at the regional and state tournament.

NOISE MAKERS

For indoor activities: Boom boxes or any type of devise that plays music, sounds, or voices, and noise makers of any kind such as
air horns, cow bells, etc. will not be allowed to function/operate. This will also apply to pre-game/contest and post-game contest
activities. This rule applies to both regular and post-season games/contest.

For outdoor activities: Noise makers are allowed at outdoor activities unless they interrupt the normal game/contest procedure of
announcers, bands, cheer squads, drill teams or any other game/contest related activities. The game officials have the authority to
stop the use of any noisemakers or disruptions that interrupt the normal game/contest procedures. This rule applies to both regular
and post-season games or contests.

Academic applications must be postmarked or faxed/emailed no later than October 5, 2021.

Only the following people shall be permitted on the floor during team warm-ups and on the bench during the regional and
state tournament: coaches under contract by their school, fifteen uniformed players, and a maximum of three other school
approved personnel.
